September 8, 2020 Meeting Minutes
The Board of Supervisors of Upper Mifflin Township met on September 8, 2020 at the Township Building, located at 455 Whiskey Run Road, Newville, PA  17241.  Kingsley Blasco called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Present:  Kingsley Blasco, Heidi Clevenger, Adam Cohick, and Valerie Mowery

Approval of Minutes:  Heidi motioned to approve the meeting minutes from the August 11 2020, Adam seconded; all were in favor. 

Treasurer’s Report:  Heidi motioned to approve the August 11, 2020 Treasurer’s Report, Adam seconded; all were in favor.
Visitors: Lauren Lebo, Jay Mowery, Steve Wiser and Trent Wickard

Correspondence: Kingsley looked over the correspondence and made mention of what was important and passed it around.

Old Business:  Jay Mowery was present to ask the BOS to accept a waiver for the setback ordinance for an addition that Trent Wickard is adding to his property.  Adam motioned to approve the waiver and Kingsley seconded; all were in favor.
Valerie talked about the KirbTech proposal for adding the new software to the computer and that the representative said the computer would probably need replaced in about a year.
Heidi made motion to go ahead and replace the computer now with a $1500.00 budget, Adam seconded: all were in favor.

Lauren was present to go over the Upper Mifflin Athletic Park. She would like the non-profit policy changed for the 5013C to limit it to Fire, Police and Military only.  Heidi Made motion and Adam seconded; all were in favor.

Lauren also said she had a person interested in renting the gym for a child sex trafficking awareness event. Lauren brought up concerns about the restrictions due to Covid-19 and the Board agreed if she follows all of the CDC guidelines for events it would be okay to have the event.

Lauren also gave the estimate for replacement of the locks at the gym.  Heidi motioned to go forward with it and Adam seconded; all were in favor.  She is also going to meet with Carson Musser for a ramp and to get some different ideas, Jay Mowery is going to attend the meeting as well.
New Business:
Adam motioned for Vince Elbel the townships SEO to issue the septic permit for Jan Nawa, Heidi seconded; all were in favor.
Brandt Subdivision

The Brandt Subdivision plan was brought up for approval.  Kingsley mad a motion and Adam seconded: all were in favor to allow a waiver to accept the plan as preliminary/final.  A waiver was also granted contingent on the final plan to allow a modification of requirements for Lot 3 a panhandle lot.
Weller Subdivision

The Weller Subdivision plan was brought up for approval.  Kingsley mad a motion and Adam seconded; all were in favor to allow a waiver to accept the plan as preliminary/final.  A waiver was also granted by a motion from Kingsley and a second from Adam; all were in favor to allow a waiver for PADEP and the Township SEO to allow approval for a PADEP Non-Building request.
Agreements: Heidi would like to see what agreements we have with residents pertaining to the Echo Housing.  Valerie is going to look to see how many we have in the Township and provide the information for to the next meeting.

Township Equipment.  Mark Weittstein brought up that the wheel loader is not as useful as a backhoe would be and would like to sell the front loader and replace it with another piece of equipment. Mark is going to check to see what places he can advertise the front Loader and would like to advertise it for $75,000.00.  The board mention to get in contact with Fred Potzer from the Newville borough and see how to go ahead and put it on Municibid.  Valerie is going to call Fred the next time she is in the office.  Adam made motion to go ahead and advertise the loader at $77,500.00 and taking no less than $72,000.00, Heidi seconded: all were in favor.
2021 Budget: The budget was tabled until the next meeting.
Solicitor’s Report:
Nick Swartz and Stephanie Chertok were present before the meting to have the Board of Supervisors sign the Athletic Park deed for removing Lower Mifflin from the deed. Allied Attorneys will file the new deed.  Kingsley reported that he still has to go visit the residents in District 4 who need their septic system pumped.
Road Master:  
Mark would like to start working on Gameland and Park Hill Road before bad weather gets here.  The pipe still needs replace at Swartz Road.  Mark is going to deliver the pipe so Steve Wiser can start the replacement of it.
